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FOREWORD

It is appropriate to refer human trafficking as the slavery of recent time. The organized criminal chain
victimizes the women, men and children in different forms of exploitations for the pursuit of profit. The
sectors in which people are exploited through human trafficking, include; commercial sexual
exploitation, forced labour, forced prostitution, bonded labour and sale of organs etc.. The traffickers
take advantage of people’s needs and attractions for employment, earning, marriage, migration and
mobility. They \ictimize people by means of fraud, false information and allurement or by direct
application of force. In the process of labour migration, organized traffickers entrap people and exploit
them in forced labour, hard labour, low paid and in risky work by providing them with wrong information
or by concealing information from them. They are trafficked under the pretext of labour migration.
Subsequently they are exploited under conditions of forced labour or debt-bondage. A significant share
of Bangladesh's labour trafficking victims are men. Women and children from Bangladesh are also
trafficked to other countries for commercial sexual exploitation or exploitation through labour.

The Gowvernment of Bangladesh has been making sincere efforts to combat all forms of trafficking in
persons, especially trafficking in women and children. In this regard, along with reform of the legal
instruments holistic interventions have been taken up. To this end, Suppression and Prevention of
Human Trafficking Act 2012 and its Rules (2017) havwe been enacted. Under the act and the rule,
National Authority and Fund hawe been established. Presently, the government, civl society and
relevant international agencies are facing the challenges in achieving the objectives of the legal
provisions. Atthe same time Bangladesh has expressed its sincere commitment towards achieving the
SDGs. To meet this commitment individual ministries have already deweloped their SDG
implementation plans. The government has harmonized the SDG implementation plans with the 7th Five
Year Plan. Both of these plans hawe targets which directly or indirectly contributes in combating human
trafficking. The current NPA is based on the strategies of the 7t Five Year Plan, SDG and the
experience of implementing NPA to combat human trafficking since 2002. Although initiated in 2002
Bangladesh has been consistently implementing NPA to combat human trafficking since 2009 (e.g.
NPA of 2009-11, 2012-2014 and 2015-17). Under these consecutive NPAs, the gowernment in
partnership with NGOs and IGOs/INGOs, has been implementing a series of anti-human-trafficking
activities to enforce legal instruments, reduce risks and improve efforts in rescue, repatriation, recovery
and integration.

Building on the experience of implementation of the previous NPAs, the current NPA is framed for a
five-year duration rather than previously set three-yearly duration. The current NPA includes programs,
projects and strategies of combating all forms of internal and international human trafficking. Attempts
have been made to overcome the limitations of the previous NPAs. As for example, in the previous NPA
although significant emphasis has been given on raising mass awareness, littleimportance was placed
on strengthening the social and economic safety of people to prevent trafficking. On the contrary, in the
current NPA, priority has been placed on deweloping social and economic safety-nets. Atthe same time,
in the current NPA some specific interventions to combat trafficking in children have been included.
Although, the key objectives of the NPA has remained the same, these have been aligned with those
of SDGs and the 7! Five Year Plan. In framing the NPA 2018-2022, efforts have been made to comply
with the international standards and norms. Special attention has been given to harmonize the NPA
with the SDG indicators. In the current NPA to overcome uncertainty on the implementation of planned
activities, sources of budget have been clearly identified. In the previous NPA for the first time the
probable sources of resources were identified. From this perspective, the previous NPA 2015-17 was
considered as the “next generation” NPA. Howewer, the previous NPA did not include the projected
budget and exact source of any such allocation. From this perspective the current NPA can be
considered as the “Third Generation” NPA.

We hope that the NPA 2018-2022 will help us to transform our commitments to combat human
trafficking in realities. The new NPA will aim at forging a greater coordination and effective initiative to
prevent and suppress human trafficking. | am grateful to all who have contributed in development of
this NPA- specially, the members of the NPA Drafting Committee along with the representatives of
different ministries, government agencies, national NGOs, international dewvelopment partners and
experts. Special thanks to ATSEC Bangladesh (a national anti-human trafficking network) for organizing
the divisional consultations and PCTSCN for providing inputs on child trafficking along with Winrock
International, INCIDIN Bangladesh and USAID for extending overall technical assistance.
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In the process of NPA formulation, the honourable Minister of MOHA, Mr. Asaduzzaman Khan, MP and
respected Secretary of Public Security Division, MoHA, Mr. Mostafa Kamal Uddin hawe provided
invaluable advices and guidance to enrich the documents. | am also expressing my sincere gratitude
towards them.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Human trafficking is rightly referred as the “modern slavery”. The organized criminals targets and
entraps men, women and children to extract profit through human trafficking. Due to trafficking people
endure different forms of exploitations including sexual exploitation, forced labor, forced prostitution,
debt bondage and organ sale. The traffickers take advantage of people’s need for employment,
livelihood, marriage, migration and mobility. They \ictimize people though fraud, false information,
allurement or direct application of force. In the process of labour trafficking, the traffickers entraps the
labour migrants through false information or by concealing information and exploit them in hard, low-
paid and risky work. They are trafficking under the pretext of labour migration, At destinations they are
usually exploited in forced labour or bonded labour. A large proportion of the people who are victims of
labour trafficking are men. The women and children, on the other hand, are usually trafficked both within
and outside the country for the purpose of exploitations including commercial sexual exploitation.

The NPA for Suppression and Prevention of Human Trafficking 2018-2022 has clearly identified all the
relevant actions in the straggle against human trafficking and defined their key responsibilities both
internally and across borders. It addresses human trafficking as problem which can be effectively
resolved through coordinated actions. The NPA has two sets of actions-

e Firstly, the NPA presents a set of actions which are included in the SDG implementation action
plans of different ministries. These SDG actions that may hawe impacts in suppression and
prevention of human trafficking are placed in a separate planning matrix.

e Secondly, based on the current context of human trafficking the NPA has identified and
presented another set actions in addition to SDG-actions in a separate matrix. These actions
are selected from amongst the propositions tabled at the National Conference on NPA
implementation in 2017 and Divisional Conference held in 2018.

In case of the actions included in the SDG action-plans the goals, targets and indicators are presented
as structured in the plans of different ministries. In case of the actions which are planned in addition to
SDGs - timeframe and a set of indicators have been devised. Atthe same time, a framework of output
oriented coordination, monitoring and evaluation system is developed.

There are five action-areas under the NPA 2018-2022; namely- prevention of human trafficking; holistic
protection of trafficking victims; prosecution of traffickers; partnership & cross-country legal assistance;
and monitoring and evaluation. These are the five key objectives of the NPA. For each of these
objectives a set of activities are planned to relevant specific expected outcomes. The following matrix
presents the objectives and corresponding expected outcomes.

Objective 1: Prevention of Human Trafficking

Expected output 1.1 : Reduction of economic wvulnerability of the marginalized
households

Expected output 1.2: Reduction of disaster induced wulnerability of the marginalized
households to human trafficking

Expected output 1.3: Reduction of risks of the vulnerable, including persons with
disabilities, indigenous peoples and children in vulnerable situations

Expected output 1.4: Reduction of sexual violence against women and children

Expected output 1.5: Elimination of harmful practices against children including child
labour and child marriage

Expected output 1.6: Promotion of safe labor migration

Expected output 1.7: Increased access to decent work for the youth

Expected output 1.8: Enhanced access of the vulnerable communities to awareness on
human trafficking




Objective 2: Protection of victims of street children

Expected output: 2.1 Eradication of forced labour, to end modern slavery and human
trafficking and secure the prohibition and elimination of the worst
forms of child labour

Expected output 2.2: Strengthened policy-legal tools for delivery of recovery and
integration supports to the women and child victims of trafficking

Expected output 2.3: Strengthened protection services to the child victims of trafficking

Expected output: 2.4: Strengthening the coordinated protection system.

Trafficking of human beings is both a cause and consequence of the violation of human rights. Human
trafficking is not only a heinous and inhuman offence, it is also a phenomenon which undermines the
value, worth, and dignity of the persons trafficked. The cross-border crime of trafficking in human
persons has turned out to be a huge global problem affecting an astonishing number of men, women,
and children. The magnitude of the multifaceted crimes under the umbrella term of ‘trafficking in
persons' is so alarming that it is often referred as “modern-day slavery”. The dynamics underlying the
phenomenon have drawn many nations together in the fight against human trafficking. The visible
outcomes of the global initiatives against human trafficking are not only limited in the international and
regional legal instruments but also national legislative and administrative actions against it. The National
Action Plan against human trafficking of any given country portrays its commitment to the issue and
provides a concrete and comprehensive plan of action against human trafficking.

1.1 The Meaning of Human Trafficking

Human trafficking is a complex phenomenon, resulting from the inwlvement of diverse national and
transnational factors. Although the organized crime of human trafficking is often identified as a part of
cross-border crime, it also occurs within national boundaries. When it happens across the borders itis
called cross-border or international trafficking and when it happens within national border it is called
internal trafficking. Human trafficking, whether internal or cross-border, is inextricably linked with forced,
fraudulent or involuntary movement of people. The ultimate target of traffickers is to exploit their victims
in sexual, labour, or other forms of exploitations. As such, unsafe/irregular migration always runs the
risk of human trafficking. Human trafficking is, howewer, different from human smuggling, which involves
international travel/movement and in which the smuggled migrant is not forcibly held once he/she
reaches the destination country.

In the present NPA 2018-2022 the term 'human trafficking' is interchangeably used with ‘trafficking in
human beings' or 'trafficking in persons', and it is used in the sense of the recent comprehensive anti-
trafficking legislation of 2012. The Human Trafficking Deterrence and Suppression Act 2012 defines
‘human trafficking” as:

"the selling, buying, recruitment, receipt, transportation, transfer, or harbouring of any person
for the purpose of sexual-exploitation, labour-exploitation or any other form of exploitation
whether in or outside of Bangladesh by means of (a) threat or use of force or other forms of
coercion, or (b) abduction, fraud or deception, or of the abuse of any person's socio-economic,
environmental or other types of wilnerability, or (c) of the giving or receiving of payments or
benefits to achieve the consent of a person having control over another person”.!

This definition is in
line with the definition of human trafficking provided in the most significant international treaty on human
trafficking, the UN Anti-Trafficking Protocol2000 (art 3).
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The abowe definition of human trafficking covers both internal and cross-border human trafficking, and
trafficking of any human being and for any purpose. Howewer, the offence of human trafficking consists

of the following three constitutive aspects:

() there has to be an act (the selling, buying, recruitment, receipt, transportation, transfer, or
harbouring of any person)

(i) the act is done for exploitation? (of that person) (sexual or labour exploitation or any other
exploitation) whether in or outside of Bangladesh

(iii) the actis accomplished through certain means such as force, abduction, fraud or deception,
and the like.

As an exception, in the case of trafficking of children the act of trafficking may occur without using the
means (abduction. coercion etc.) as described in element (iii) abowe. 3

In this regard, the terms “ictims' or 'survivors' should also be conceptualized here. The term “ictims',
which in some cases interchangeably used with 'sunivors' in this NPA, means a person against whom
the offence of human trafficking (wholly or in part) has been committed and includes, where
applicable, his or her legal guardian or heirs/representatives. 'Sunivors’ means those victims who
have sunived the crime of trafficking committed against them and hence been identified and rescued.
Unlike the term “victims', the term 'sunivors' does not include the legal guardians and legal heirs. This
explains why both the terms should in an appropriate case be used interchangeably.

1.2 Context of Human Trafficking in Bangladesh
The following key features of human trafficking are observed in Bangladesh?-

1. Internal Trafficking — mainly of women and children (sexual exploitation, forced begging, brick-
field and organ sell etc.);

2. Cross-border trafficking —mainly of women and children (by crossing the land-borders in regular
or irregular means);

3. Labour trafficking — mainly of men and women (characterized by contract replacement, crude
exploitation, violence and lack of freedom);

4. Sea-route trafficking — crossing of international maritime boundaries in irregular means
(trafficked for forced labour and ransom leading to enslavement and even death)

Human trafficking has emerged as a great challenged for the entire world. The situation of human
trafficking in Bangladesh is no different from the other countries of Asia, Human trafficking is such a
crude form of trade in human being which aims to earn profit through sexual slavery, forced labour, debt
bondage and organ sell. It snatches personal liberty and undermines personal safety and dignity along
with physical and mental freedom. The victims of human trafficking are usually entrapped and exploited
by the third parties. With the assistance of the national and international dewvelopment partners, the
government of Bangladesh is effectively engaged in prevention and suppression of this crime.

Although chiefly a source country for human trafficking, Bangladesh in recent years has turned out to
be a country of both transit and destination. In recent times, alongside intra-country and cross-border
trafficking in women and children, trafficking of men for the purpose of 'labour-exploitation' has been on
the rise. In Bangladesh, a significant number of men are recruited for work overseas with fraudulent
employment promise that often later face exploitative and inhumane conditions of labour in the form of
forced labour or debt bondage.

The issue of trafficking is integrally linked to insecurity of livelihood as well as to continuing disparities
and discrimination against marginalized communities generally, and against women in particular. 'Many
trafficked persons are lured and deceived by false promises of good jobs or marriage and some are

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bought, abducted, kidnapped, coerced, threatened with force or used as debt bondage. Some of these
women and children are trafficked with the tacit consent of their poverty-stricken families' (NPA 2014).

Presently the government of Bangladesh has taken up the initiative to combat human trafficking as one
of its priorities. There are both internal and international human trafficking in Bangladesh. In case of
internal trafficking, usually women and children are trapped by the trafficking through false promise of
better life and work or marriage. The traffickers enslave them and engage them in such crude sectors
as sexual exploitation, forced labour or brickfields- which demands hard labour. Usually the
marginalized households and households affected by natural disasters or seasonal unemployment in
rural Bangladesh become easy targets of the traffickers. At the face of economic, social and gender
discrimination, in these households, the women and children are under critical livelihood crisis along
with high level of social insecurity. The women, children and men who are victims of international
trafficking are moving out of their rural addresses towards India, Pakistan, Malaysia and different
countries of the Middle East. In case of international trafficking men are exposed to no lesser risks.
Usually international trafficking takes place in guise of labour migration. As such, people are falling
victims of human trafficking for multiple causes.

Although land route is utilized for cross-border trafficking to India, in general for international trafficking
land, water and aerial routes are utilized and along with destinations several countries are also used as
transits. India or Pakistan are simultaneously transit and destination for trafficking cases originating in
Bangladesh. Sometimes, in case of labour migration from Bangladesh even when the job contract, visa
and travel documents are genuine, our citizens on arrival to the cherished destinations realize that
instead of the promised job they are forced into different exploitative works with low or no pay. Human
trafficking is a clandestine, organized and complex process carried out by international organized chain
of criminals. As a result, it is almost impossible for the government to combat this crime in isolation.
Moreover, for the fear of social discrimination and stigma, threats from the criminals, absence of access
to legal assistance and for being unaware of legal provisions- in most of the cases the \ictims of human
trafficking and their family members awid the legal system of seeking justice. As a result, it hides the
true prevalence of trafficking. It also hampers the prospect of punishing the criminals and delivering
justice to the victims.

The National Conference on NPA implementation, organized by MoHA, identified the following
impediments to effective enforcement of legal instruments to suppress human trafficking®:

Delay in establishing the separate Special Tribunal

Absence of comprehensive \ictim-witness protection protocols

The National Fund is yet to be formed

The National Authority to Suppress and Prevent Human Trafficking has not start functioning
Stilla very low rate of sentencing

The coordination and communication to prevent and combat human trafficking through muilti-
stakeholder engagement is not adequately strengthened.

Considering this complex context, along with addressing the legal constraints, Bangladesh has
specifically identified powverty, illiteracy, lack of awareness, unemployment, gender discrimination,
domestic violence and natural disasters as critical causes of human trafficking (please see the previous
National Plan of Actions 2012 and 2008). Through consecutive NPAs, the country has stressed upon
resolving such socio-economic problems as powerty and domestic violence along with deweloping
mechanisms to promote safe migration.

Marginalized and migrating populations, living nearby or afar from the borders are exposed to the risk
of trafficking. In the border areas, as there is a history and tradition of cross-border mobility and as there
is a kind of tolerance prevailing among the border communities for irregular mobility- high prevalence
of both trafficking and traffickers is found amongst these communities. Access to safe migration and
lack of awareness on safe migration escalate the risks of trafficking among the labour migrants. Child
marriage, dowry, ewve teasing, domestic violence and other forms of gender-based violence and

discriminations push the women and children into a high-risk category for trafficking.

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The Constitution of Bangladesh denounces all forms of discriminations based on nationality, religion,
cast and gender in relation to its mandates of establishing a society based on the rule of law, justice,
and the respect for human dignity and worth of all persons. The Constitution bans forced and bonded
labour (art. 34), imposes a duty on the state to prevent and suppress prostitution of human beings (art.),
and guarantees a number of fundamental human rights (see arts. 27-44). In plain terms, the Constitution
provides for an obligation for the state to prevent violation of human rights in any form, including in the
form of human trafficking.

Apart from the constitutional basis, a number of statutes and policies together the government of
Bangladesh implement three yearly national plan of actions (NPA) against trafficking in human beings.
The Ministry of Home Affairs lead the process of implementation of this NPA. The recently enacted
statute Human Trafficking Deterrence and Suppression Act, 20126 provides the most comprehensive
legislative framework for the prevention of trafficking, prosecution of traffickers and the
treatment/protection of actual and potential victims of human trafficking. Other new legislation such as
the Overseas Employment and Migration Act 2013 and Children’s Act also contribute in

framing a legal safety-net against human trafficking. Other major laws within the anti-trafficking
legal regime include: the Emigration Ordinance 1982, The Penal Code 1860, the Children Act 1974
(see, e.g., sections 42 & 44), the Bangladesh Passport Order 1973,8 the Passports Act 1920, the
Passport (Offences) Act 1952,° and the Bangladesh Labour Act 2006.

Aside from having established domestic legal and administrative schemes against human trafficking,
Bangladesh in practice works in partnership with non-governmental organizations and international
agencies, including the UN bodies, to combat human trafficking. Bangladesh has also made
commitments at the international level to combat human trafficking. Bangladesh participated in the First
World Congress against Commercial Sexual Exploitation of Children held in Stockholm in 1996 and the
Fourth World Conference on Women held in Beijing in 1995, and ratified a number of core human rights
treaties mentioned abowve. At the regional level, Bangladesh made its commitment to combat human
trafficking by joining the Third SAARC Ministerial meeting on Children held in Rawalpindi in 1996, which
culminated in state commitments to combat trafficking in children and assist victims of violence/
exploitation by ewolhving administrative, legal and rehabilitative measures.

Bangladesh has assumed specific obligations under certain international instruments to combat human
trafficking through legal, judicial, legislative and social measures. Particularly, Bangladesh has
assumed obligations to effectively prevent and prosecute the offence of trafficking in children and
women under the SAARC anti-trafficking Convention 2000 and certain other international instruments.
For example, the Convention on the Rights of the Child 1989 (CRC), which provides a legal framework
to prevent children from being trafficked and to protect them if they become victimized of trafficking,
imposes on Bangladesh as a ratifying country (ratified in 1990,) a specific duty to take appropriate
measures 'to prevent the abduction of, the sale of or traffic in children for any purpose or in any form '
(art. 35) and to combat the illicit transfer and non-return of children abroad (art. 11). Under the two
Protocols to the CRC, Bangladesh has obligations to prevent the use of children in pornography,
prostitution and armed conflict.12 On the other hand, as a state ratifying the CEDAW 1979, Bangladesh
has an obligation to "take all appropriate measures, including legislation, to suppress all forms of traffic
in women and exploitation of prostitution of women" (art. 6). Other treaties providing for ancillary
obligations regarding human trafficking which Bangladesh has ratified/acceded include:

Bangladesh stands informed of the imperative of globally-agreed standards provided in the principal
anti-human-trafficking international instrument - the UN Protocol to Prevent, Suppress and Punish
Trafficking in Persons, Especially Women and Children 2000 (known as Palermo Protocol). 12

Also the framework of Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) holds few specific goals, targets and
indicators to combat human trafficking. Among these three of its goals (goal 5, 8 and 16) are directly
related with prevention and suppression of human trafficking. Apart from these there are few other goals
and target indirectly related with the issue. The government of Bangladesh is firm on its commitment of
meeting the SDGs. As such, this NPA has given higher priority to the relevant SDGs. Asthe government
has aligned the SDG implementation plans with its 7th National Five Year Plan, the NPA (2018-2022)

has also being dewveloped in line with the 7t Five Year Plan.

Howewer, despite making considerable progress in combating human trafficking, Bangladesh still has
a long way to go. Within this context, the gowernment of Bangladesh has been framing and
implementing NPA to combat human trafficking under the leadership of the Ministry of Home Affairs
(MoHA). Other relevant ministries, NGOs, human rights organizations, women and children’s rights
organizations, development organizations, networks, INGOs, UN organizations, donor agencies and
dewelopment partners are also actively required to be engaged in implementation of the NPA. From this

year the NPA is being frame for a period of five years.

1.3. The experience of Implementation of NPA 2015-2017

Bangladesh government is continually implementing interventions to combat human
trafficking. Among others it is focusing on implementation of the Suppression and Prevention
of Human Trafficking Act 2012. Due to several motivational, preventive and awareness raising
activities already there are great progresses being made. The Rule of the Act of 2012 has
already been enacted (2017. Under the Act and its Rule the Special Fund and the National
Authority have been formed. The SOP signed with the neighbouring country (India) has
already been put in practice. Apart from these the scope of the RRRI Taskforce has been
expanded and the provision of cross-country camera trial is put in practice. However, in the
previous cycle of NPA, due to the lack of specified source of funding, the implementation
processed faced several challenges. During a National Conference organized by the Ministry
of Home Affairs the overall experience of implementation of NPA implementation had been
thoroughly reviewed during 18-19 November 2017.

Special Considerations in Preparing the NPA 2018-2020

National Conference, inter-ministerial meeting, divisional consultations (held in Jashoe and
Chottogram) and the discussions of the Thematic Groups had put forward several propositions
centering the new NPA. Some of the key propositions are listed in below:

1.

Priority needs to be given to build the capacity of the members of the CTCs and the
focal persons.

Strengthening the capacity of the capacity of the National Authority and the Naitonal
Fund.

Increase coordination among the different ministries through the National Authority.
Special Tribunal needs to be formed by giving priority to the trafficking prone
divisions/districts.

Development of a database under the supervision of the National Authority.
Development of the National Fund by engaging business under CSR.

Inclusion of the Ministry of Planning in the monitoring and data management process.
Implementation of projects by different ministries based on their own funds.
Development of specific plans to combat trafficking in children.

. Re-structuring of the CTC:s.
. Quarterly meeting of the GO-NGO coordination committee.
. Inclusion of the NPA with the Annual Development Budget and implementation of the

NPA in coordination with the SDG and the 7t" Five-Year Plan.

. Development of strategies to expand safe-migration.

. Expansion of partnership with business and NGOs;

. Reduction of risks of trafficking for the irregular migrants presently in Bangladesh.
. Expansion of the duration of the NPA from three years to five years.
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The Gowvernment of Bangladesh, principally to meet up its obligations under the CRC, prepared the
National Plan of Action against Sexual Abuse and Exploitation of Children, including Trafficking in 2002.
This 2002 instrument was to remain in force for 5 years, and was adopted at the initiation of the MoWCA,
was a significant step forward towards combating human trafficking, although the focus of that Plan was
solely on the prevention of trafficking in children for sexual exploitation. Having noted this success, it
should also be admitted that the said NPA 2002 faced many limitations.

From that perspective, the previous NPA (2015-17) has made significant progress. Howewer, the inter-
ministerial coordination appeared as great challenge in this phase. During the planning, the
representatives of different ministries were engaged and they provided important propositions and
inputs. But during the implementation phase it was found that in most cases the respective ministries
did not put priority on implementation of their commitments. As such many of the critical actions planned
under NPA were not implemented and in some cases actions could not be implemented due to lack of
funding. To overcome these limitations, this time the NPA has been deweloped in harmony with the 7th
Five-Year Plan and SDG implementation plan. Already, the SDG implementation plans of different
ministries have been integrated with the 7t Five-Year Plan. In this mega process of planning and
implementation, each of the ministries, under the leadership of the Ministry of Planning, is engaged with
on-going projects, projected budgets and propositions. To utilize this commitment and coordinated
initiate in favour of the implementation of the NPA on prevention and suppression of human trafficking -
the goals of SDGs which are related with issue are incorporated within the framework of NPA 2018 -
2022. By doing this, on one hand the prioritized programs of each of the ministries could be included
while on the other hand, commitment and funding of each of the ministries could be ensured. However,
few SDG plus actions, which were considered critical during the multi-stakeholder dialogues, have also
been included in this NPA.

In the last meeting of the inter-ministerial committee to monitor the implementation of the NPA 2015-
2017, the decision of dewvelop of a new NPA for the period of 2018 to 2022 was taken. In this regard,
INCIDIN Bangladesh was assigned as the National Consultant to primarily evaluate the implementation
of the previous NPA (2015-17). For the National Conference, this national policy-research organization
had already carried out an assessment of progress of the implementation of the NPA 2015-17. Based
on the findings and experience of implementation of the last NPA; INCIDIN Bangladesh was assigned
to draft the new NPA for the period of 2018 to 2022. In order to bring in the assessments and
perspectives of the grassroots lewel organizations working to combat human trafficking, ATSEC
Bangladesh organized two divisional level consultations during May 2018 with the assistance of
Winrock International. During the same period, Winrock International and INCIDIN Bangladesh
facilitated the formation and discussion process of a Thematic Group. Prior to these, during November
2017, MoHA organized atwo-day long National Conference, with the technical assistance of Winrock
International to comprehensively evaluate the implementation of the previous NPA. As such the present
NPA (2018-2022) is a direct outcome of the suggestions of these multi-stakeholder consultations.
During the drafting of the present NPA, these suggestions were carefully considered. At the same time,
to ewlve a pragmatic NPA, the members of the NPA 2018-2022 Drafting Committee and Technical
Committee, have given valuable and insightful inputs. Once the draft was prepared, it was shared
among the members of this committee, along with other stakeholders and experts. Later, the Drafting
Committee finalized the NPA through proper editing and revisions. Altogether, in NPA 2018, attempt
has been made to provide a comprehensive guideline for Bangladesh’s role in relation to internal and
international human trafficking. Building on the previous action plans and other related policies such as
the Policy for the Advancement of Women as well as on international standards in this field, this NPA
identifies a number of activities to be undertaken within the timeline drawn in order to achieve its goals,
and specifies the role of different ministries and organizations in implementing these activties, with
scope for inter-agency and inter-actors coordination and a centralized system of monitoring, reporting
and evaluation. For the current NPA (2018-2022) special care has been taken to coordinate it with
SDGs and 7t Five-Year Plan.
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The following steps were therefore required in formulation of the NPA.

Framing of the draft NPA based on the evaluation of the implementation process of the previous
NPA (2015-2017) and consultative workshops organized at Divisional level.

Preparation of the second draft of the NPA based on feedback of the NPA Technical Committee
led by MoHA.

Preparation of the final draft of the NPA based on the feedback of the GO-NGO coordination
meeting and submission to MoHA for finalization.

Approval of the final NPA by MoHA, with the technical assistance from Winrock International
and INCIDN Bangladesh and participation of the Inter-Ministerial Coordination Committee and
NPA Drafting Committee (2018-2022).

2.1 Basic Principles and Objectives

Keeping in mind the human rights implications of the crime of human trafficking (see annex 1), the NPA
2018-2022 for combating human trafficking is based on the following:

GUIDING PRINCIPLES

No discrimination against any one based on sex, religion, caste, education, political ideology,
and wealth;

Gowernment responsibility and ownership;

Justice for the victims of human trafficking;

Protection of the best interests of the child victims13 and respect for human dignity of all
during the rehabilitation, rescue & criminal justice processes (protection of victims from re-
victimization/harassment);

Civil Society Participation (or, PPP: public-private partnership);

Participation of the local-level people & local government institutions;

Interdisciplinary coordination or cross-section responsibilities shared amongst government
agencies per se and between the government agencies, 10s, & NGOs;

Conformity with other relevant policies of the Government;

Mainstreaming the NPA on prevention and suppression of human trafficking within the key
development plans of the government (such as SDG and 7t Five-Year Plan); and
Bangladesh's solidarity with the international community and efforts.

The principal objectives of the NPA 2018-2022 are:

to provide for certain implementable activities to prevent and suppress human trafficking and
protect the trafficking-victims;

to allocate the responsibilities amongst various government agencies and other implementing
organizations for the implementation of these activities and monitoring the
application/enforcement of existing laws.

2.2 The Core Objectives and Strategies

Moreowver, the present NPA 2018-2022 aims to achieve the following five core objectives:

1.

Prevent and prosecute the offences of human trafficking by promoting greater access to social,
natural and economic safe-nets;

Establish a comprehensive protective regime through state interventions and social actions ,
including measures for their rescue, recowery from the physical/psychosocial trauma,
repatriation, recowvery and integration into families and society;

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3. Ensure justice for the victims of trafficking and their families through effective implementation
of legal instruments;

4. Put in place a system of co-ordination and co-operation at the state and non-government
organizations lewels, both at home and abroad, with a view to effectively combating human
trafficking;

5. Distribution of responsibility for monitoring and reporting of NPA activities.

The strategy of implementation of NPA inwlves a set of SDG and SDG plus actions selected for each
of the relevant ministries. The Ministry of Home Affairs is to play the key role in coordination. If the SDG
related actions are implemented the major part of the NPA (2018-2022) will be achieved. The matrix
below illustrates key goals and expected outputs along with the related SDG targets, SDG plus actions
and key strategies:

2.3  SDG and the Third Generation NPA (2018-2022)

The government of Bangladesh has harmonized the SDG implementation plans with the 7th Five-Year
Plan. The current NPA to Suppress and Prevent Human Trafficking has also been harmonized with
SDG implementation plan. The following three Goals of the SDGs are directly linked with suppression
and prevention of human trafficking:

Goal 5 : Achieve gender equality and empower all women and girls

Goal 8 :Promote sustained, inclusive and sustainable economic growth, full and productive
employment and decent work for all.
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Goal 16 : Promote peaceful and inclusive societies for sustainable dewvelopment, provide access to
justice for all and build effective, accountable and inclusive institutions at all levels

Apart from these three, there are few other SDG targets which may contribute in suppression and
prevention of human trafficking. As such, in developing this NPA, the SDG goals and targets have been
initially matched with the five key objectives of NPA 2018-2022. The matrix in below presents the
summary of this correlations.

2020 has been set for the mid-term evaluation of SDG implementation process. At this same year the
8th Five Year Plan will also be formulated. To take advantage of the review of the SDG implementation
plans and to ensure an opportunity of developing within the framework of the 8" Five Year Plan, 2020
has also been set as the year of mid-term review of the current NPA.

24 Lead Agency and other Government and Implementing Agencies

Ministry of Home Affairs will lead the implementation of the current NPA 2018-2022. As there are many
actions within the NPA which can only be implemented through collaboration of multiple ministries. As
such implementation of NPA cannot be solely assigned to any single ministry. Therefore, in the
implementation process of NPA 2018-2022, seweral ministries have been assigned to lead specific
actions. In this regard, for SDG implementation specific ministries have been assigned with the lead -
role for specific sets of Goals and Targets. The Ministry of Planning has assigned these roles. Each of
the ministries are also well aware of their respective roles and responsibilities. The majority of the SDG
plus actions that has been assigned to this NPA will be implemented by MoHA. Few of these actions
will be implemented under the leadership of other ministries. In such cases, MoHA would also assist in
the implementation process. In summary the NPA 2018-2022 will be implemented with the coordination
of MoHA.

The matrix of SDG implementation plans did not keep any space to reflect the roles of NGOs. However,
in the SDG plus actions roles of national and international NGOs, privates sector, UN agencies and
development partners have been noted. Even though it is not reflected in the matrix, the role of NGOs
in SDG implementation is welcomed.

2.5  Guideline for implementation of NPA 2018-2022

The NPA 2018-2022 has the following guiding principles:

The lead Ministry with the overall responsibility of overseeing the implementation of the NPA 2018-2022
will be the Ministry of Home Affairs. At the same time, as per the roles assigned in SDG implementation
plan, each of the ministries will take lead and cooperate with relevant ministries to achieve the assigned
Goals and Expected Outputs by meeting the Development Targets.

A. MoHA will bear the responsibility of mass dissemination of NPA 2018-2022. Specially, the NPA
2018-2022 shall be urgently sent to all stakeholders and to all the members of CTCs with a call
for action. The MoHA shall prepare a list of priority actions as per the Act 2012 and its Rules
and shall call upon the relevant actors toimplement those.

B. The existing Inter-Ministerial Anti-Trafficking Committee may be called the National Committee
against Human Trafficking and placed under the MoHA. The National Authority will be
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responsible to discharge the duty of coordinating, monitoring & evaluating for implementation
of NPA.

C. The National Authority SHALL coordinate, monitor and evaluate the implementation of the NPA
2018-2022 periodically (quarterly). It shall find out 6 volunteering organizations to work with it,
through financing or rendering other technical support, in monitoring and evaluating various
activities of the NPA. Each such organization shall be working geographically in each
administrative Division.

D. In addition, there shall be seweral committees in Dhaka and in the Districts, Upazillas and
Unions, in order to carry out the activities of the NPA 2018-2022. The seweral CTCs already
functioning are hereby recognized and integrated as implementers of the NPA 2018-2022 (see
Annex 3 for the formation and makeup of these committees).

E. To fight human trafficking effectively, people at the local government lewels along with local
community/religious leaders will work together with development workers and the police and
other LEAs to prevent human trafficking.

F. Each particular Department/Ministry/Organisation tasked with a responsibility under this NPA
2018-2022 shall issue guideline or implementation strategy, and shall REPORT to the central
monitoring and co-ordination committee. With the assistance of the Ministry of Planning, MoHA
will prepare reports on national progress in achieving the SDGs and relevant targets (which are
included in the NPA 2018-2022). The respective ministries responsible for the SDG plus
actonso will be held responsible for sending reports on progress to MoHA.

2.6 Users’ Guideline for NPA 2018-2022

The NPA 2018-2022 is meant to be a guide for eweryone inwlved in anti-trafficking actions in
Bangladesh, especially for those government agencies and other stakeholders who are given specific
responsibilities to implement activities outlined above. The NPA outlines the most important steps to be
taken and issues to be considered in setting up effective structures, legislative, or judicial, against
trafficking and procedures for the results-based monitoring, review and evaluation of the present Action
Plan. The NPA has laid out directives on responsibilities of different actors.

The NPA 2018-2022 addresses both internal and cross-border human trafficking and trafficking in
persons of any kind. While taking actions the terms 'human trafficking,’ and \ictims' or 'sunivors' should
be understood in the sense of the Human Trafficking Act 2012. The NPA 2018-2022 has a thematic
part and an operational part summarily reflected in the Matrix. While every government agency or any
other implementing partner should mainly consider the task allocated to it as per the Action Plan shown
in the matrix, it should first read the above thematic part of the NPA. Also, there are notes about how
to use the Matrix of the plan of actions itself, which should also be strictly adhered to.

Every concerned stakeholder should predicate all its actions on the basis of guiding principles described
abowe, the new anti HT Act of 2012 and other relevant statutes & government Policies (specially on
migration, rights of women and children, development and child labour related instruments) and the
international standards enshrined in international treaties/ instruments. All actors should also become
informed of two important documents, namely, the UN Principles on Human Trafficking and the Terms
of Reference for the Counter-trafficking Committees which are annexed herewith (annex-3).

Every lead agency and other implementing organization tasked under the NPA 2018-2022 should draw
and practice statement, describing what are its roles under the NPA 2018-2022 and how will those roles
be realized. Importantly, the NPA 2018-2022 establishes a central body - the Sub-Committee
(Implementation Committee) of the National Ant-Trafficking Committee at the MoHA- and outlines the
phased-process of monitoring, review and evaluation. The monitoring, reporting, and evaluation
processes are sought to be results-based. Every concerned stakeholder should therefore adhere to the
objectives of monitoring and evaluation.

Each of the ministries inwlved in the implementation of the NPA, along with all such GOs and NGOs,

needs to keep track of their responsibilities defined inthe NPA 2018-2022- during annual planning and
budgeting exercise.
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The NPA 2018-2022 is presented in two sets of matrices. In the first of these matrices, the
SDG-based actions are presented while in the second the SDG plus actions are presented.

3.1  The Matrix of the Third Generation NPA

As mentioned above, the NPA 2018-2022 is presented in two sets of planning matrices. The
first set of matrices are derived from the SDG implementation plans. In this part, in relation
to the five key objectives and the related expected outcomes of the NPA, the relevant goals
and targets of the SDGs are matched.

The primacy of human rights
1. The human rights of trafficked persons shall be at the centre of all efforts to prevent and combat trafficking
and to protect, assist and provide redress to victims.
2. States hawe a responsibility under international law to act with due diligence to prevent trafficking, to
investigate and prosecute traffickers and to assist and protect trafficked persons.
3. Anti-trafficking measures shall not adversely affect the human rights and dignity of persons, in particular
the rights of those who have been trafficked, and of migrants, internally displaced persons, refugees and
asylum-seekers.

Preventing trafficking

4. Strategies aimed at preventing trafficking shall address demand as a root cause of trafficking.

5. States and intergovernmental organizations shall ensure that their interventions address the factors that
increase wlnerability to trafficking, including inequality, poverty and all forms of discrimination.

6. States shall exercise due diligence in identifying and eradicating public sector involvement or complicity
in trafficking. All public officials suspected of being implicated in trafficking shall be investigated, tried and,
if convicted, appropriately punished.

Protection and assistance

7. Trafficked persons shall not be detained, charged or prosecuted for the illegality of their entry into or
residence in countries of transit and destination, or for their involvement in unlawful activities to the extent
that such inwolvement is a direct consequence of their situation as trafficked persons.

8. States shall ensure that trafficked persons are protected from further exploitation and harm and have
access to adequate physical and psychological care. Such protection and care shall not be made
conditional upon the capacity or willingness of the trafficked person to cooperate in legal proceedings.

9. Legal and other assistance shall be provided to trafficked persons for the duration of any criminal, civil
or other actions against suspected traffickers. States shall provide protection and temporary residence
permits to victims and witnesses during legal proceedings.

10. Children who are victims of trafficking shall be identified as such. Their best interests shall be considered
paramount at all times. Child victims of trafficking shall be provided with appropriate assistance and
protection. Full account shall be taken of their special wlnerabilities, rights and needs.

11. Safe (and, to the extent possible, wluntary) return shall be guaranteed to trafficked persons by both
the receiving State and the State of origin. Trafficked persons shall be offered legal alternatives to
repatriation in cases where itis reasonable to conclude that such repatriation would pose a serious risk to
their safety and/or to the safety of their families.

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Criminalization, punishment and redress

12. States shall adopt appropriate legislative and other measures necessary to establish, as criminal
offences, trafficking, its component acts? and related conduct.3

13. States shall effectively investigate, prosecute and adjudicate trafficking, including its component acts
and related conduct, whether committed by governmental or by non-State actors.

14. States shall ensure that trafficking, its component acts and related offences constitute extraditable
offences under national law and extradition treaties. States shall cooperate to ensure that the appropriate
extradition procedures are followed in accordance with international law.

15. Effective and proportionate sanctions shall be applied to individuals and legal persons found guilty of
trafficking or of its component or related offences.

16. States shall, in appropriate cases, freeze and confiscate the assets of individuals and legal persons
involved in trafficking. To the extent possible, confiscated assets shall be used to support and compensate
victims of trafficking.

17. States shall ensure that trafficked persons are given access to effective and appropriate legal remedies.
